4. The Contracting Party  does not purchase on behalf of other contracting institutions.

II. Form of contract award:
1. The procedure for public contract award  is conducted under open tender terms  (Articles 39 and the following, of  29 January 2004, Public Procurement Law, with amendments, hereinafter referred to as  the PPL, the implementing acts to the  PPL  and these Terms of Reference.
2. These Terms of Reference are further herein called Terms of Reference or specification.
3. In cases not regulated under these Terms of Reference, the provisions of the PPL and implementing acts thereto apply.
III. Description of the subject matter of the contract:
1. The ordered subject of the contract is the Delivery of software for simulation and testing of performance  parameters of  ships and offshore structures  in real weather conditions for the ACADEMY OF THE FUTURE  project,  implemented under the Operational Programme Knowledge Education Development 2014 – 2020, co-financed by the European Social Fund, Agreement No POWR.03.05.00-00-Z002/18
2. The detailed description of the contracted subject is given in Appendix 1a to Terms of Reference (in Polish and English).
3. CPV: 48900000-7 Various software packages and computer systems.
If given by the Contracting Party, possible names (brands) serve only as examples, and their indication is aimed to define an expected standard, while the Contracting Party allows submitting tenders equivalent to the description of the contracted subject matter.
4. The contracted subject has been determined by indicating objective technical and quality characteristics and standards for which it is permitted to specify example brands. 
IV. Time limit for contract completion:
The contracted order shall be delivered within 14 days of the contract signing.
V. Description of the contract part, if the contracting Party  allows partial offers to be made:
It is not possible to submit partial offers.
VI. Information on the expected additional contracts,  referred to in Articles 67(1) 6 and 7 or 134(6) points 3 and 4,  where the contracting Party  provides for such contracts.
The contracting Party    does not intend    additional contracts.
VII. Description of how to present variant tenders and minimum conditions to be met by variants, if the contracting Party  allows for their submission:
It is not possible to submit variants.
VIII. Conditions of the participation in the procedure and description of the method of assessment of meeting these conditions:
1. Terms of Reference intending to take part in the contract awarding procedure have to meet the conditions concerning:
1) competence or powers to carry out specific professional activities, if required by separate regulations;
2) economic or financial standing;
3) technical or professional capabilities.
The Contracting Party  shall not define any terms or conditions of participation in the procedure;
2. Contract award may be competed for by contractors, who are not subject to exclusion from the procedure under circumstances referred to in Articles 24(1) and 24(5), points 1-8.
3. The Contracting Party  will examine the presence and accuracy of each document required, and whether the required document/certificate confirms the condition or lack of grounds for exclusion. The Contracting Party   will formally assess the fulfilling of conditions for participation in the procedure or lack of grounds for exclusion, based on an analysis of statements or documents attached by the Contractor, using a simple criteria-based grading: meets / does not meet.
4. In Section IX of Terms of Reference, concerning the list of declarations or documents to be delivered by Contractors to confirm the conditions for participation in the procedure are met or there is no basis for exclusion, the Contracting Party   is strictly indicates which declarations or documents are required from the Contractor.
5. The Contractor can, to confirm fulfilling the conditions for participation in the procedure,  in appropriate situations and with regard to a specific order or part of it, depend on technical or professional capabilities, or economic and financial or economic situation of other economic operators , regardless of the legal nature of its legal relationships.

6. The Contractor, who depends on the capabilities or situation of other economic operators, must prove to the Contracting Party that when performing the contract, it will have the necessary resources of economic operators, in particular, while presenting the obligation of those economic operators to put at Contractor's disposal the necessary resources to perform the contract.

7. The Contracting Party shall assess whether the technical or professional capabilities or their financial or economic standing allow the Contractor to demonstrate that it meets the conditions for participation in the contract award procedure and shall examine whether there are any grounds for exclusion referred to in Articles 24.1, points 13-22 and 5 of the PPL. 

8. With regard to the conditions for education, professional qualifications or experience, the Contractors can depend on the capabilities of other economic operators, if they execute  the construction or service work where these capabilities are  required.

9. The Contractor, who depends on the financial or economic standing of other economic operators, is liable jointly with the economic operator committed to making resources available, for damage suffered by the Contracting Party that occurred due to failure to make the resources available, unless it  is not responsible for not making the resources available.  

10. If the technical or professional capabilities or financial or economic standing of the economic operator referred to in paragraph 5 of this section do not confirm that the conditions of participation in the procedure are met or  grounds for exclusion of these economic operators exist, the Contracting Party  requires  that the Contractor, within a period defined by the Contracting Party that it: 1) replace such operator by a different economic operator or operators, or 2) oblige itself to undertake to perform the proper part of the contract, if it shows technical or professional capabilities or financial or economic standing, referred to in paragraph 5 of this section. 

5. The written obligation, referred to in paragraph 5, must be submitted in the original, signed by a/the third party.

IX. The list of declarations or documents to be delivered by the Contractors for confirmation that the conditions of participation in the procedure and non-exclusion are met.
1. To demonstrate the fulfilment by the Contractor of the conditions referred to in Article 22(1) of the PPL, it is necessary to submit:
1) The Contracting Party  does not require any documents.
2. To demonstrate that there are no grounds for exclusion from the procedure, the Contracting Party   requires
1) Declaration stating there are no grounds for exclusion as per Appendix 2 to the Terms of Reference.
3. The Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Party, within three days from posting on the website of information referred to in Article 86(5) of the PPL, a declaration of membership or absence of membership to the same capital group, referred to in Article 24(1) point 23 of the PPL. Together with the declaration, the Contractor may present evidence that the links with another Contractor do not interfere with the competition in the contract award procedure. It is recommended to submit a declaration according to the specimen shown in Appendix 3 to Terms of Reference;   where a joint  tender is submitted, the declaration shall be presented  by each Contractor submitting a joint tender or by an authorized representative. 
4. The Contractor, who relies on the resources of other economic operators to demonstrate the lack of grounds for exclusion and the fulfilment of the conditions for participation to the extent to which the resources are referred to, submits also a declaration as set forth in section IX para. 2 point 1 of the Terms of Reference concerning these economic operators  / adds information on these economic operators  in a declaration subject to section IX para. 2 point 1 of these Terms of Reference.
5. Before a contract is awarded, the Contracting Party shall request the Contractor whose tender received the highest assessment to submit, within not less than five days,  declarations or documents valid on the day of submission:

1) information materials concerning the subject matter of the contract that conform to the description of the subject matter of the contract, which includes confirmation of all technical parameters specified by the Contracting Party . The Contracting Party  permits materials  submitted in English. NOTE: Information materials cannot be: the description of the subject of the contract made by the Contracting Party  signed by the Contractor, and the document submitted to demonstrate  the parameters must confirm all characteristics specified in the description.


6. If in the place of residence of a person or in a country where the Contractor has its head office or place of residence the said documents are not issued, it shall replace them with a document containing a declaration submitted before a notary, a court or administrative body or professional or business body, as is appropriate for the person's place of residence or country in which the Contractor is seated or resides. 

7. In addition, Contractors  are  required to attach an authorisation document to the tender  (in accordance with Article 23(2) of PPL) where a few economic operators apply  jointly, with the scope of at least: representation in the contract award procedure of  Contractors jointly applying for contract award  or representation in the procedure and signing of  public procurement contract.

8. The Contractor may attach to the tender  an agreement regulating the co-operation of economic operators applying jointly (minimum text of the agreement is shown in section XIII point 13c of these Terms of Reference or before the contract is concluded, if the tender is selected by the Contracting Party as the most advantageous. 

9. The tender should be submitted with documents showing that the person signing the tender and other documents or a declaration is authorized to do so, unless the authorization is implied in the documents available to the Contracting Party under Art. 26(6) of PPL. In case a copy of the authorisation is submitted, it must be a true copy of the original certified by authorising persons or a notary.

10. In the case of Contractors jointly competing for the contract award and economic operators  referred to in section VIII(5)  of the Terms of Reference, copies of the documents relating, respectively, to the Contractor or those economic operators  shall be certified for the compliance with the original, by the Contractor or those economic operators. 

11.  Documents (except for an authorisation document) referred to in the Terms of Reference can be submitted by Contractors in the original form or as true copies certified for compliance 
by the Contractor, i.e. person authorized to represent the Contractor in business activities


12. The Contracting Party  reserves the right to request demonstration of the original or notarized copy of the document, in the case where submitted copy is illegible or may raise doubts as to its true character.

13. The procurement procedure is conducted in Polish, except for the provision in para 5.1 of this chapter. Documents or declarations made in foreign language shall be submitted with a translation into Polish. The language requirement also applies to clarifications, statements, requests, notifications,  information etc.

14. If a Contractor does not submit a declaration referred to in section IX of these Terms of Reference, declarations or documents confirming the circumstances referred to in Article 25(1) of the PPL, or other documents necessary for conducting the procedure, declarations or documents are incomplete, contain errors or raise doubts indicated by the Contracting Party , the Contracting Party  shall call for the submission, supplementing or rectification within a specified time, unless, even if submitted, the Contractor's tender would be rejected or the procedure would need to be annulled. 

X. Information on the manner of communication between the Contracting Party  and Contractors and the transfer of declarations or documents, and the indication of representatives authorized to communicate with the Contractors:
1. The Contracting Party  and Contractors, for the purpose of submitting declarations, requests, notifications and other information, will communicate by fax, No (+48) 91 48-09-575, and each party on demand of the other shall immediately confirm the receipt, with one exception of the tender that shall be submitted in writing.  It is also recommended to send the text of the fax by electronic means.
2. The written form is acceptable at all times. The documents  can be delivered  personally 
to the main office (Kancelaria), room 73a, from 7.30 to 15.30, at Wały Chrobrego 1/2, 70-500 Szczecin or sent by post. In this case, the date of submitting the declaration of will is the date of delivery of the letter to the indicated address.  
3. The Contracting Party  permits electronic form for:
1) sending the report of opening tenders, including information on the amount intended for financing the ordered subject of the contract;
2) sending enquiries by Contractors regarding Terms of Reference contents and replies to these enquiries sent by the Contracting Party;  
3) requests sent by the Contracting Party  for supplementing and clarifications and information on the outcome of the procedure;
4) explanations sent Contractors on request of the Contracting Party ;

4. The Contracting Party  shall not pass direct oral or via telephone information, explanations or answers in matters where the written form is obligatorily required. 
5. The persons authorised to communicate with Contractors are Marta Mikulska-Nawacka and Agnieszka Kostarelas-Filip, in the working hours of the Contracting Party , i.e. 7:30 – 15:30. Correspondence that will be delivered to the Contracting Party  after the working hours  will be regarded as delivered on the following day. 
XI. Tender validity period 
	Tender is valid for 30 days from the ultimate date of tender submission.
XII. Requirements for the tender deposit:
The Contracting Party  shall not require a tender deposit. 

XIII. Description of the methods for the preparation of tenders:
0. The tender  is drawn up in Polish, using the form in Appendix 1 to these Terms of Reference.
0. The Contractor has the right to submit only one tender. The tender consists of all documents and appendices required by these Terms of Reference.
0. The documents making up the tender must be signed by persons authorised to make declarations of will on behalf of the Contractor. Authorization for signing these documents shall be attached to the tender, unless it is implied by other documents attached by the Contractor.
0. In case the Contractor attaches a copy of a document to the tender, the copy must be certified for compliance with the original by persons authorised to represent the Contractor  in business activities (a copy should have a signature preceded by the note: 'true copy'. If two or more persons are authorized to sign the tender, the document copies must be true copies of the original certified by all these persons. 
0. The tenders  should be signed in designated places by persons authorised to represent the Contractor  in business activities.
0. The tender should be filled out in a readable manner, typed or hand-written. Illegible tenders can be rejected.
0. The form is filled with all documents, appendices and statements referred to in sections IX(1) and 2 of these Terms of Reference.
0. The tender should be submitted before the deadline for submitting tenders.

0. The Contractor shall submit the tender in accordance with the requirements of the Terms of Reference.

0. It is recommended that all pages of the   tender and appendices be numbered  and initialled  in the  top right-hand corner.

0. All amendments made should be initialled by a person authorised to represent the company in business activities.

0. Joint tenders, drawn up by two or more economic operators, hereinafter referred to as the Contractor, should meet the following requirements:
a) the tender with appendices should be signed by an authorized representative.
· the document of authorization should be attached to the tender,
b) manner of submission of declarations and documents in a joint tender are detailed in section IX of Terms of Reference.
c) before concluding a public procurement contract, the Contracting Party  may require that an agreement be added, regulating the cooperation of those Contractors, providing at least
	- commitment to the completion of joint business undertaking, related to the subject matter of  the contract, 
	the term of the agreement that cannot be earlier than the term of the warranty or guarantee,
d) the conditions specified by the Contracting Party in the Terms of Reference should be met by all the Contractors jointly. The tender should indicate which of the Contractors is responsible for meeting particular conditions of the Terms of Reference.
e) any exchange of  correspondence on the behalf of joint Contractors shall be conducted by their authorized representative. The Contracting Party  shall send all information and correspondence to the authorized representative.
f) The joint Contractors  bear  joint and several liability for failure to execute or insufficiently  perform their obligations. 
0. The tender together with all declarations  and other documents is non-confidential, except for  information which is  company secret under the provisions of the Unfair Competition Suppression  Act  of  16 April 1993 of Laws No 47, item 211), and the Contractor submitting a tender  made a reservation that the information cannot be disclosed.
0. The Contracting Party  allows submitting declarations in an electronic form, provided with the Contractor's qualified electronic signature.
0. The electronic communication means for submitting declarations by the Contractor is electronic mail (email). NOTE: Submission of declarations and a tender on a data carrier (CD or flash drive) is unacceptable, as it is not deemed as submission  by electronic means under the Act of 18 July 2002 on providing services by electronic means. 
0. Declarations should be sent to this email address: bzp@am.szczecin.pl
0. The Contracting Party  accepts in particular the following format of files sent: .pdf, .doc, .docx, .rtf, .xps, .odt. 
0. After creating or generating declarations in the form of an electronic document, the Contractor signs the document with qualified electronic signature, issued by a qualified trust service provider who renders certification services such as electronic signature, which meets the security requirements specified in the PPL.
0. The signed electronic document should be encrypted, i.e. provided with an access password. To perform this, the Contractor may use tools offered by the software used for preparing the document of declaration (e.g. Adobe Acrobat) or use any of the open-source tools available (AES Crypt, 7-Zip or Smart Sign) or commercial tools.  
0. The Contractor reveals the password for electronic documents access in the text of its written tender. The text of the tender may contain, if necessary, other information for proper access to the document, and in particular information on the encryption program used or the decryption of data included in the electronic document.
0. The Contractor shall send to the Contracting Party an encrypted document with a qualified electronic signature to the indicated electronic mail address in such a manner that it reaches the Contracting Party  before the deadline for submitting tenders. The message sent should include the identification and title of the procedure to which the document refers, the name of the Contractor or any identification of the Contractor.  
0. The Contractor, sending an electronic document, shall request confirmation of the delivery of a message containing this document.
0. The date of the delivery of an electronic document is that of the confirmation of message delivery from the email server of the Contracting Party . 
0. The obligation to submit declarations in an electronic form with a qualified electronic signature in the said manner also refers to declarations made on request under Article 26(3) of the PPL; in such case the Contracting Party  does not require that the document be encrypted. 

XIV. Place and date of submission and opening of the tenders:
A properly closed and described envelope with the tender (form with documents, appendices and declarations  indicated in these Terms of Reference) should be brought to  the Maritime University of Szczecin, Main Office (Kancelaria) room 73a, at ul.  Wały Chrobrego 1/2, 70-500 Szczecin,

Opening of the tenders will take place on  26.11.2020 at the Maritime University of Szczecin, ul. Wały Chrobrego 1/2, 70-500 Szczecin, at the Public Procurement Department, room  073 at 
 at 10:00. All changes to the date  and time made by the Contracting Party  till the tender submission deadline  require that the Contractor update the text of  this section.
XV. Description of the method of calculating the price:
1. The total price of the tender must be given in numbers and in words as gross amount in Polish zlotys (PLN) on a the Contractor's tender form , Appendix  1 to Terms of Reference, to two decimal places, and take account of the whole expenditure to be paid by the Contracting Party  to finance the order, subject to paragraphs 4 and 5. 
2. The quoted price, given by the Contractor, is the maximum cost to be incurred by the Contracting Party for the contract completion. This price is not subject to negotiations or changes in the course of the procedure subject to Article 87(2) of the PPL.  
3. All costs, and in particular public-legal payments for the purpose of the contract, transport, packaging, possible insurance in delivery and installation, possible other unforeseen work, not included in the description of the order, necessary for execution of the contract, and the guarantee and guarantee service shall be incurred by the Contractor.

4. If the selected tender results in a tax obligation on the Contracting Party  side in accordance with the regulations on goods and services tax, the Contracting Party,  for assessment of such tender, shall add to the quoted net price the tax on goods and services, which would have to be paid according to these regulations. The Contractor, submitting a tender, informs the Contracting Party  whether or not the selection of the tender will lead to tax obligation, indicating the name (type) of product or service, whose delivery or provision will entail tax obligation, and specifies the value without the amount of the tax. This also refers to intra-Community acquisition of goods and import of services.
5. If the Contractors submit tenders that, if selected, would create customs duty by the Contracting Party  in accordance with the customs regulations for product import, for the purpose of tender assessment the Contracting Party  shall add to the quoted prices the customs duty that it would have to pay in accordance with the regulations.
XVI. Information on foreign currencies in which the settlements can be conducted between the Contracting Party  and the Contractor:
1. Settlements between the Contracting Party and the Contractor will be carried out in Polish zlotys (PLN).
2. The Contracting Party  does not intend payments to be made in foreign currencies.
XVII. Description of the criteria adopted by the Contracting Party for selection of the tender for concluding a public procurement contract:
The tenders will be assessed according to these criteria:
price - 60 %
number of types of ships implemented in the program - 30%	
[bookmark: _Hlk52868610]number of extra free-of-charge licensed stations   - 10% of the licence
The price criterion is calculated by the following formula:

(The tender lowest price / price of the assessed tender) x 60 = number of points under the price criterion.

The criterion of the number of ship types implemented in the program will be calculated as follows:

[bookmark: _Hlk26519904][bookmark: _Hlk52868506]The minimum number of ship types implemented in the program required in the description of the  subject matter of the contract is seven. The tender of a Contractor offering the minimum number of ships will  obtain 0 points under this  criterion.

If the Contractor  offers 10 types of ships implemented in the program , its offer will obtain  15 points under this criterion.

If the Contractor offers 15 types of ships implemented in the program, its offer will obtain  30 points under this criterion.

A tender with fewer than seven ship types implemented in the program will result in rejecting of the tender. 
Failure to specify the number of implemented type ships will be considered by the Contracting Party  as the minimum seven number of ship types, so that such tender will get 0 points.

The criterion: number of extra, free-of-charge licensed stations will be calculated as follows:

The minimum number of licensed stations required in the description of the subject matter of  the contract is 17 stations. The tender of  a Contractor offering the minimum number of stations will obtain 0 points for meeting this criterion.
If the Contractor  offers additional 17 free-of-charge licensed stations, its tender will obtain 10 points  under this criterion. 

A tender offering a licence for fewer than 17 stations will be rejected.

No explicit indication in the tender that the Contractor offers a licence for extra free-of-charge 17 stations will make the Contracting Party  assume the tender includes the minimum required 17 stations, and in this case, the tender will get 0 points under this criterion. 
If the Contractor indicates in the tender a free-of-charge number of stations larger than the minimum but fewer than the number gaining additional points, the tender will obtain the points as granted for the minimum number of stations; however, the Contractor still will be obliged to provide licence for the number of stations specified in the tender.


XVIII. Information on formalities to be completed after the selection of the tender for the purpose of concluding a public procurement contract. 
1. The conclusion of a contract for  the execution of the contracted subject matter will take place at the seat of the Contracting Party, as individually arranged with the Contractor submitting  the most advantageous tender under the given criteria.
2. The contract can also be concluded by delivering a completed contract signed by the Contracting Party  to the Contractor in an appropriate number of copies, and the Contractor will send back signed copies in the earliest possible time to the Contracting Party .
XIX. Essential provisions that will be inserted in the text of the contract on public procurement, general terms and conditions and a contract template, in the case where the Contracting Party  requires that the Contractor conclude a public procurement contract meeting these conditions:
1) The Contracting Party  informs that modifications of the contract may be made. Modifications in the contract can be made in the following cases:
a) legal status related to the executed contract changes so that the manner of contract execution by the Contractor will have to be changed;
b) obstacles of the objective nature occur (extraordinary events, external and impossible to be prevented, classified as force majeure, e.g. the weather rendering the contract execution impossible, events beyond the control of either party. The parties have the right to correct the agreed commitments and move the deadline by a period no longer than the duration of force majeure. The parties undertake to immediately inform each other about the occurrence of the said obstacles;
c) it becomes necessary to perform other, unforeseen work, not included in the description of the order, indispensable for implementing the subject matter of the contract, calling for postponing the contract delivery deadline by the time needed to perform the work;
2) The contract template is given as Appendix 4 to these Terms of Reference.
3) The parties allow editorial changes, typos and modifications due to changes of data released in public registers, without the need to draw up an annex. 
4) In cases where the rate of VAT tax is changed, the contract does not change as regards the gross amount of the price. 
XX. Indication of the contractual part that can be subcontracted:
	The Contracting Party  allows part of the contract to be performed by subcontractors. The scope of work that the Contractor intends to entrust to subcontractors and the names of subcontractors should be specified in the Contractor's tender, in accordance with Appendix 1 to the Terms of Reference.
	If the Contractor does not indicate the above information, the Contracting Party  shall assume  that the contract will be completed without subcontractors.
XXI. Maximum number of  contractors to be parties of a framework agreement with the Contracting Party, if it envisages such agreement:
		The Contracting Party does not conduct a procedure aimed at a framework agreement. 
XXII. Additional information on the reimbursement of the costs of participation in the award procedure, if the Contracting Party  envisages such reimbursement and electronic auction, if the Contracting Party  envisages electronic auction. 
1. All costs related to participation in the award procedure, in particular preparation and submission of the offers are borne by the Contractor.
2. The Contracting Party  does not envisage reimbursement of the costs of participation in the award procedure.
3. The Contracting Party  does not envisage an electronic auction.
XXIII. Information on legal protection measures available to the Contractor in the course of public contract award procedure.   
1. Legal protection measures are granted to the Contractor and other economic operators  if they have or had interest in being awarded the contract and suffered or may suffer a damage as a result of the violation of the provisions of the PPL Act by the Contracting Party .
2. An appeal shall only be admissible against actions incompliant with the PPL Act, performed by the Contracting Party  in the course of contract award procedure or against failure to act which the Contracting Party  is bound to perform under the PPL Act. 
3. An appeal is lodged within the time limit specified in Article 182 of the PPL Act.
4. The appeal should indicate the Contracting Party’s action or failure to act which is challenged as incompliant with the Act, contain a brief summary of the charges, define the demand and indicate the factual and legal circumstances which justify the lodging of the appeal. 
5. An appeal shall be lodged to the President of the National Appeal Chamber in a written form or electronic form, signed respectively with a handwritten signature or qualified electronic signature, verified by a valid qualified certificate or equivalent measure, fulfilling the requirements for such signature.
6. The appellant should dispatch a copy of the appeal to the contracting Party  before the expiry of the time limit for lodging the appeal so that the Contracting Party  is able to become familiar with the appeal before the end of that time limit. 
7. In case of appeals lodged against the contract notice or the specification of essential terms of contract, the Contracting Party  may extend the time limit for submission of tenders or time limit for submission of requests.
